Find a Bivariate data set to study.  This could be anything that involves two quantitative variables.  
The report should be set up in the following format.

· Write a statement of the research question with a paragraph explaining it. Include what you expected what to happen.

· Write a paragraph describing the variables and how you will be measuring them. 

· Put the data in a neat table format. (into Minitab will be fine)
· Your n must be sufficiently large (depending on the difficulty of replication anywhere from 10 to 30 repetitions – it is better to have too many than not enough)

· Do the proper statistics and graphs. (correlation coefficients, scatterplots, best fit lines)
· Summarize the data in a paragraph in context.

· Write a conclusion, making sure to refer back to the original research question.

Examples:
· Height of a bouncy ball drop vs. Number of Bounces.

· Number of Pedometer steps vs. Distance walked

· Length of pendulum vs. Number of swings of the pendulum

· Thickness of a book vs. Number of pages
